The Challenge
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Your Rocket must have: 
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A nose cone (The pointed section on the top of the rocket)
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Two wings and a fin to help guide the rocket
· A rocket engine
· A compartment on the rocket that stores fuel
· A light at the top of the nose
· A launch pad to keep the rocket standing upright
Remember: you must have all of the above, but you are free to add-on other features/designs that you feel will make your Rocket even better!

Advice: 
· Label your drawing 

· Work together in a team and problem solve as best as you can

· You have only 30 minutes to do the challenge, use your time wisely

· Use your imagination and have fun!
